Navy Recruiting District Philadelphia – Official Travel Funding
[bookmark: _GoBack]In January 2013 Navy Recruiting Command hosted its annual “Recruiter of the Year” week in Washington, D.C.  In an attempt to reduce funding costs associated with the week-long ceremony it was determined that an NRD Philadelphia Sailor would not be provided funding to attend the event.  Instead, the Sailor would be required to travel back and forth daily from Baltimore, MD to Washington D.C. to attend the planned events which ranged from 0630 to 2115 throughout the week.  When combined with a significant commute in the morning and evening, this requirement would have resulted in consecutive duty days in excess of 12 hours.  After conducting a deliberate risk assessment the District found that the risk of serious injury due to fatigue and the operation of a motor vehicle associated with such a requirement exceeded the benefit of participating in the week’s festivities.  After presenting the assessment to higher headquarters it was determined that travel for the Sailor would be funded and that he could remain in Washington, D.C. for the duration of the week.  The lesson learned from this event is that it is important to bring to the attention of senior leadership instances that impose significant risk to the safety of our Sailors.  Despite the requirement to maximize fiscal efficiencies, we should never do so at the expense of our greatest assets, the Sailors who are under our charge.
