


[bookmark: _GoBack]HOUSING ALLOWANCE GUIDANCE FOR OCONUS ADSW OR ADT 
(OCONUS includes Hawaii and Alaska):
*All OCONUS ADSW orders 181-365 days in length, or OCONUS ADT orders 140-365 days in length, are PCS unaccompanied orders and HHG shipment is, in most cases, NOT permitted per Joint Travel Regulations (JTR) Section 5194.  Government quarters, if available, must be occupied at the OCONUS duty station.
*Special housing allowance guidance for OCONUS ADSW or ADT if government quarters not available:
- RC members who have dependent(s) should consult JTR Sections 10428 and 10414.
- RC members who have dependent(s) but are not married (i.e. dependents are only children) should consult with their servicing Personnel Support Detachment for specific advice on housing allowance entitlement while on active duty unaccompanied OCONUS PCS orders.  In these situations, the specifics of court-ordered custody arrangements will dictate the housing allowance entitlement.
- RC members without any dependent(s) should consult JTR Section 10428 and if desired, exercise the Secretarial process to request a housing allowance based on the OCONUS permanent duty station vice the member's primary residence (per JTR Section 10428-E1e). The JTR is the governing regulation for housing allowances and has the force and effect of law. IN CASES WHERE ORDERS CONFLICT WITH THE JOINT TRAVEL REGULATIONS OR ANY OTHER REGULATION, THE REGULATION(S) PREVAIL(S).
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
