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2. Rul es About Lost Ti ne. Fol | ow t he bel ow rul es when
determ ning | ost tine:

a. There nust be an absence of nore than 24 consecutive
hours before any period can be considered as |ost tine.

b. The cal endar day during which absence first occurs,
regardl ess of the hour, is counted as a day of absence from
duty. The cal endar day of return, regardless of the hour, is
counted as a day of duty. A cal endar day begins at 0001 and
ends at 2400.

c. Wen tinme is lost, normal expiration of enlisted dates
must be extended by the nunber of days |ost on a day-for-day
basis. This applies to expiration of

(1) enlistnent.

(2) extension of enlistnent.
(3) active service.

(4) obligated service.

(5) current contract.

d. The requirenent to nmake up lost tine does not apply to
Fl eet Reservists, retired personnel, or nenbers placed on
appellate leave. While lost tine will be added to the current
enlistnment to calculate the correct expiration of active
obl i gated service (EACS), such lost tinme does not preclude
adm ni strative separation or punitive discharge.

NOTE: Tine a nenber spends on appellate | eave is counted as
active duty tine for conputing |ongevity; however, this tine is
not counted for pay purposes unless the nenber’s Bad Conduct
Di scharge (BCD)/Di shonorabl e Di scharge (DD) is subsequently
di sm ssed or set-aside and the nmenber is recalled to active
duty, or recalled for the purpose of adm nistrative separation
processi ng by reason of Review Action (M LPERSVMAN 1910-126).

e. Menbers transferring to the Fleet Reserve or Retired
List will nmerely have their lost tine deducted fromtheir fina
active service conputation

h. If menber is apprehended by civil authorities while in
an aut hori zed absence status (leave or liberty), and is
subsequently confined by civil authorities pending trial, and
menber’s EACS is inmm nent, the conmand nay

(1) retain nmenber in the Navy by reason of “In Hands of
Cvil Authorities (I1HCA)” pending outconme of the civil matter
and a final determnation on lost tine (if any), or

(2) process for admnistrative separation based on
comm ssion of a serious offense (provided the Governnent has
sufficient evidence to show by a preponderance of evidence that
m sconduct did occur).

i. Incarceration by civilian or mlitary authorities
suspends the running of the nenber’s active service obligations
(unl ess nenber is granted regul ar | eave that has al ready been
earned). While incarcerated, such tinme may be considered | ost
time; however, a final determ nation cannot be nade until
crimnal charges are resolved. [|f convicted, the CO may decl are
the time lost to not be excused; if acquitted, the CO may
declare the tine lost to be excused (entitled to back pay if
appl i cabl e).
