Prior to assuming his present role, Mr. Mercer served in various JTNC 
leadership positions to include, Director, Corporate Communications 
and Public Affairs, Deputy Director and Director (Acting).   
 
Before joining the JTNC, Mr. Mercer served as the Director, Strategic 

Communications for the Joint Program Executive Office Joint Tactical Radio System (JPEO JTRS). 
In this role, Mr. Mercer served as the principal strategic communications advisor to the Joint Program 
Executive Officer, as well as subordinate program managers and directors. Mission areas of 
responsibility included establishing stakeholder and general public understanding of the vision,
