
	      Reporting of Laser Illumination of Aircraft 



1. Report the laser incident to Air Traffic Control.
2. Submit a laser incident report to the FAA at: http://faa.gov/aircraft/safety.report/laserinfo/.
(FAA Advisory Circular 70-2A Reporting of Laser Illumination of Aircraft  Feb 8, 2013)
3. If laser energy entered the eye or was suspected to enter the eye, seek medical attention from an ophthalmologist or optometrist as soon as practical. If no ophthalmologist or optometrist is available, contact local flight surgeon or senior medical representative for further triage and disposition. 4. File appropriate report (HAZREP or SIR) per OPNAVINST 3750.6S Aviation Safety Program.
